4. Role context and any other relevant information
This is a half time post

The Deanery plan is to develop the existing and warm links between St Chad Ladybarn and St Nicholas Burnage. The plan is that in due course, the two parishes will share one stipendiary minister. There is a wider context of the Withington Deanery which looks to foster collaborative mission and ministry across the parishes north of the River Mersey.

This post therefore has two parts to it

There is the equivalent of a half time post at St Chad Ladybarn as the Parish Priest. Included in this post would be being licensed as Assistant curate at St Nicholas’ and likewise the clergy there would be licensed at St Chad’s as Assistant curates.
